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记得有位教授说过一句话，我们不否定“应试教育”，关键看是应什么“试”的教育，是应对正在不断改革和发展的高考，还是应对某些人自己脑子中固有的高考。
Testing is not just about the study of micro-testing techniques and skills, it should also take into consideration the purpose of the test, the learner as  test taker, and possible impact of the test content and format on the learner and on education. 

第一批课改试验区今年将要迎来课改之后的第一次高考。对此，各省都进行了大量的论证和准备工作，反复修改和制定了考试说明，强调命题能力立意，强调考试效度，强调考试对基础外语教学的“反拨作用(backwash effect)”，即强调高考对高中英语教学的“指挥棒”作用。例如山东新增加的阅读表达题、开放性写作题、广东新增加的综合填空题以及取消单项选择题，都从某种程度上突出了对学生综合语言运用能力的考查、体现了新课改的理念，同时也将对高中英语教学起到良好的引导作用。
很多老师认为教学过程是一个input的过程，最终学生的考试成绩就是output，但是对于这个input和output之间how to promote the efficiency of the input和the quality of the output却没有很多教师进行研究。
事实上，课程改革的现状在一些学校可以用“喜忧参半”来形容。我参与了山东省教育厅2005年年底组织的新课程改革实施专项调研，通过访谈、问卷调查等方式了解到多数教师能认同新课程的理念，但这并不意味着他们在课堂教学中就能够贯彻。除了客观原因以外，如课程改革的培训流于形式、一些行政主管部门的领导还没有真正改变自己的理念等，更多的是教师主观的原因，他们不想、不敢也觉得不必来改变自己的教学理念、教学思路和教学方法。
不想：老师们都在按部就班的进行教学，一切风平浪静，谁也不想break the ice；
不敢：老师们担心自己的任何举动会导致学生成绩的下降，除非有把握，否则大家都不敢take the risk；
不必：老师们只是把教学看作profession，而不是自己钟爱的career，只要能够上完课、改完作业，按时上下班，就可以心安理得的拿到自己的salary，何乐而不为呢？        

但是我们依然要看到希望，看到老师们身上的那种potentials，因为课程改革最终还要依靠广大老师。但是我们要致力于改革相对于新课改仍然滞后的评价体系，改善中小学英语教学改革的环境，改进中小学教师自身发展的一些有效措施，改变某些行政领导头脑中固有的、落后的教学思想和理念。
这既是教育和教学专家的任务，也是教育和教学领导的责任。
高考复习如何使学生有更大的收获？我认为还是要本着提高学生运用能力做文章，即通过提高阅读、写作和听力理解能力，带动知识点的学习和复习。新知识的输入仍然是必要的，老师要给学生补充新的阅读材料（如全国‘06年17套高考阅读理解80多篇），进行全方位理解，对篇章主旨、具体细节、作者观点、生词词意、篇章结构、某些单词和短语特定用法等问题进行研讨，让学生在交流和表达中使用英语，从而带动理解和表达能力的提高，带动语言知识学习——对于知识点老师们大可以放心，学生既然会用了，他们就不会记不住了。每节课2—3篇，注意是全方位的学习，而不单纯是进行四选一的阅读理解，既有阅读也有表达，既有理解也有运用，这样下来，学生收获会很大的。 

To extinguish (熄灭) different kinds of fires, several types of fire extinguishers have been invented. They must be ready for immediate use when fire breaks out. Most portable (手提式的) kinds operate for less than a minute, so they are useful only on small fires. The law requires ships, trains, buses and planes to carry extinguishers.

Since fuel, oxygen (氧气) and heat must be present in order for fire to exist, one or more of these things must be removed or reduced to extinguish a fire. If the heat is reduced by cooling the material below a certain temperature, the fire goes out. The cooling method is the most common way to put out a fire. Water is the best cooling material because it is low in cost and easy to get.

Another method of extinguishing fire is by cutting off the oxygen. This is usually done by covering the fire with sand, steam or some other things. A blanket may be used to cover a small fire.

A third method is called separation, which includes removing the fuel, or material easy to burn, from a fire, so that it can find no fuel.

The method that is used to put out a fire depends upon the type of fire. Fires have been grouped in three classes. Fires in wood, paper, cloth and the like are called Class A fires. These materials usually help keep the fire on. Such fires can be stopped most readily by cooling with water. Link((安徽’06D篇阅读理解)

    Last year, a report by a committee of education experts said a lot of American students cannot write well. The report noted the concerns of business leaders and teachers. The experts said more students should have to pass a writing test before they can finish high school. They pointed out that major college entrance tests are changing now to include a writing part.

    Educators know that teaching students to write well is not easy. One problem is the amount of time needed to read through large amounts of work. So some companies have developed computer programs. These can grade student writing much more quickly than a person can. Writing tests can also cost less to administer by computer than by paper-and-pencil. These computer systems are known as e-readers. They use artificial intelligence to think in a way like teachers. In the state of Indiana, computer grading of a statewide writing test began with a test of the system itself. For two years, both a computer and humans graded the student writing. Officials say there was almost no difference between the computer grades and those given by the human read​ers.

    The entrance test commonly used by business schools, the GMAT, already uses e-readers. The GRE and TOEFL tests might start; officials are deciding. The GRE is the Graduate Record Examination. TOEFL is the Test of English as a Foreign Language.

    Systems are also being used to grade writing in college classes. The computers read a few hundred examples of student writing already graded by humans. Then the systems compare new essays against those already examined.

    How do teachers feel about all this? Many say machines can never do the job as well as people can. A computer can find spelling and grammar mistakes. But these teachers say it can never really understand what a writer is trying to say. Critics say a program cannot follow a thought or judge humor or understand a beautifully expressed idea.

    But inventors of the programs say computer grading guarantees that each piece of writing is graded in the same way. They also say the systems are meant to judge knowledge more than creativity.

1、略读与寻读
略读(skimming)又称跳读或浏览，是快速阅读的一种方法。要了解文章的大意，常常用略读的方法；

寻读(scanning) 也叫查读。它的意思就是“搜寻式阅读”，是一种快速阅读的技巧，其目的是从大量的资料中迅速找到某一个或几个信息，例如：人物、事件、时间、地点、数字等等，而对文章中其它无关部分则略去不读。掌握这种技巧，我们就能在最短的时间里掠过尽可能多的材料，尽快获取所需的信息。我们通常运用这一技巧跳读电话本(a telephone book)、书本的索引(an index in a book)、报纸上的广告(the ads in a newspaper)、字典(the pages of a dictionary)等等。

寻读的步骤是：先用略读的方法将文章进行快速阅读，将整段的文字直接映入大脑，不必字字句句过目。然后将题目也浏览一遍，在了解问题的要求后有目的地去查找与问题有关的字句或细节，一旦发现有关的内容，就要稍作停留，将它记录或摘下，再通过分析判断尽快找到相应的答案。只有了解了原文的大概意思和题目的要求以后，才能有目的地去跳读，去寻找正确答案。为了更有效地进行跳读，还可以运用其它的技巧，比如利用某些资料的编排顺序，或利用某个章节的标题或说明或文章中的插图，还可以用抓提示词的办法。 （上海2006年高考试题：You may read the questions first.）
2、掌握文章的中心思想
每篇文章都有中心思想，就是作者要表达的主题思想，或者作者写作的目的和意图。因此掌握中心思想是读懂一篇文章的关键，也是一项最重要的阅读技能。要了解主题思想，最有效的方法是找出主题句，因为每一篇文章尤其是论说文都是按照其内容的层次来分成若干个段落。而每一个段落又是由若干个表达同一思想的句子组成的。每一个段落都表达一定的中心思想或主题思想(main idea)，也就是说每一个段落都有一个句子叫做主题句(topic sentence)。

一般来说，英文中大多数的论说文、说明文或科技文的段落主题句是位于段落之首。因此，在仔细阅读这样的文章之前，首先要把注意力放在文章的第一段和每一个段落的第一句上。 
3、正确理解事实与细节
在阅读过程中，最基本的技能是要正确理解读物中字面上明确表达的意义，即主要事实、特定信息或有关细节。直接问事实细节的题目的目的是考查学生是否掌握了支持论点和阐述主题的例证和论据。作者在文章中总要通过必要的具体内容(例证、事实、细节等)来阐述、发展中心思想，证明、解释和支持论点，同学们在通读全文、初步掌握文章大意的基础上，获得的信息越详细，理解的事实和细节越正确越多，就越能深刻的理解文章的中心思想。

这类题目常由who，what，which，where，when，why，how等疑问词引导，容易辨认。 
一般说来，题中要求找出主要事实或特定细节的问题比较容易回答，在文章中可直接找到答案。但题目往往不是直接用文章中的原句、原词，而是换用同义词或不同句式来表达，这样就增加了生词量和答题的难度。因此，必须首先认真审题，看懂题目，然后根据题目要求，找到有关部分，用寻读的方法，快速查找涉及答题内容的关键词语，再重点细读该词语所在句子及上下文，在完全理解这部分内容的基础上确定选择项。这类问题还有下列表达形式：
a、Which of the following statements is (not) true (or correct)?
b、Which of the following is not mentioned in the text (passage)?

c、All of the following are true except....

d、The author (or passage) states that....

有时文章本身读懂了，但题目却做错了。这是因为未能正确理解基本的事实与细节。这就要求考生审题时，注意以下几点：
(1)、问到who, what, which, when，where，how，why等问题时，往往有according to the author (passage)这样的限制语。回答时，一定要以文章所谈到的内容为依据，而不要凭自己的观点或经验去选择不符合文章内容的答案。

(2)、如果问的内容是由数字表示的事实或细节，时间、价格、次数等要经过计算才能回答，不要轻易从文中直接给出数字，以免理解错误。

(3)、如果问题中含有否定意义的词语，如有not，except (for)，least，never等，要特别留心，不要理解错误而选择相反的答案。The following statements are all true except _________.

(4)、要准确把握指代关系，例如，为避免重复上下文而使用的人称代词、物主代词、关系代词等。准确的理解有助于做出正确的解答。What does the underlined word “it” refer to?

(5)、有时为了强调某一问题或观点，作者可能运用夸张的手法；或者为了描写生动，使用比喻的修辞手段，在这种情况下，就要格外注意正确理解作者所指的真正事实。 

4、通过推理判断得出结论
逻辑推理判断题要求读者根据短文的主旨大意或细节事实做出合乎逻辑的推理和判断，理解作者没有明确表达出来而隐含在字里行间的意义。人们在阅读中往往先理解的是语言的字面含义，但语言所表达的内涵很深时，会超出字面的意义。这就需要我们运用逻辑推理的方法做出正确的判断。

(1)、判断。判断是指对文章中所阐述的事实或细节按照逻辑发展的规律进行分析和概括，并以此为依据得出结论的过程。
(2)、推理。推理就是以已知事实为依据来获得未知的信息。这类问题在文章中没有直接可以找到的答案，必须在通读整句、整段或整篇文章，理解主要内容的基础上，找出关键词语，再细读相关句段，根据问题进行思考、分析和推理。通过对所给选择项的逐个分析，对照原文中已知内容，选出正确答案。另外，题目中往往使用与原文不同的表达形式，如用词、句型等，所以答此类题时，要特别注意审题。

(3)、预测。预测就是根据上文出现的信息预测下文将要读到的信息。通常我们都会有意无意地在理解已知信息的基础上，按照事物发展的一般规律，对下文的发展和可能提供的信息做出合乎逻辑的预测。如果预测正确，说明对上文理解正确，但预测有误时，应再回头细读有关句子和词语，以便准确掌握信息，正确理解内容和要点，并继续进行阅读。  
预测的方法：
1、逻辑上的意思来预测下文
2、利用对于相关内容的常识和有关的背景知识进行预测
3、通过标题或主题句进行预测
4、借助语法结构、典型句型以及承上启下的连接词语预测
一般说来，在阅读理解题中，要求通过判断和推理才能回答的问题不难辨认，它们多含有imply(暗示)，infer(推理)，suggest(暗示)，conclude(得出结论)等词及其派生词(如相应的名词)。理解推理判断题首先要根据题目在文章里找到据以推断的信息。这类信息可能是具体的事实或细节，也可能是全文或某些段落的主旨。无论是哪一类的信息，推断时都要以文章所提供的信息为依据，而不能仅根据自己的生活经验和主观认识来推断。 

在阅读理解测试中，要求进行判断和推理的问题，通常有以下几种形式: 

1、The author implies that ....

2、The passage suggests that ....

3、What is implied in the passage?

4、What can you infer from the passage?

5、What can be inferred from the passage?

5、正确理解指代关系
阅读时我们常常遇到一些代词，如it, its, they, them, their, this, that, these, those, one, ones等，用来代替上文提到的人、事或物。对其指代关系的理解往往是至关重要的。篇章结构题主要考查考生对文章逻辑结构的理解。这类题目可大致分为两种：第一种主要涉及文章每个段落之间的关系，一般要求考生根据所读短文推测出该短文的前一段或后一段的内容。第二种主要涉及各句子之间的指代关系，如要求考生指出代词it, they, one等的指代对象等。从某种意义上说，这类题目是一种逻辑推理题，解题方法也与逻辑推理题相似。 
6、正确理解作者的语气、态度
这类题目的目的是考查考生是否能正确理解作者语气和态度。作者的语气大致可分为主观、客观，批评、赞扬，悲观、乐观，希望、失望，激烈、平和，热情、冷漠等；态度可能是赞同、反对、中立、同情、冷淡、厌恶等。不过，这些语气和态度往往不是直接在文章中写出来的，而是通过其他修辞手段或对词汇的选择体现出来的。如在议论文中，作者往往先介绍某一种观点，接着才提出相反的观点，表明自己的态度。所以考生务必正确理解作者真正的观点。
运用不同含义或具有不同感情色彩的词汇，可以表明作者对某些具体事物或问题的不同态度。所以，考生还要注意琢磨作者的遣词造句，从而把握作者的论述基调。 
阅读表达
阅读表达题试图从多个角度和方位考查考生对文章内容的理解以及考生本人对相关问题的看法，问题类型多样。总的来讲，有七种类型，即6+X：
· 主旨概括：概括短文、短文中某一段落的大意或标题，或指出作者的写作意图

· 句子填空：结合上下文, 将短文中的空白处用合适的词语补充完整, 使短文通顺

· 翻译句子：将短文中指定的句子翻译成通顺的汉语

· 同意语句替代：根据所给的英文句子寻找短文中意思相同的句子

· 封闭型问题（Close-ended Questions）：结合文中具体依据进行回答

· 开放型问题（Open-ended Questions）：结合个人观点态度进行表述

· 其它类型：结合文章的不同题材和体裁给出的其它类型的问题

Comic book superhero Spider-Man uses tiny hairs on his fingertips to climb up walls. But he could have had another secret weapon to help him stick. 

Scientists have now found that some spiders can also make silk in their feet, which may sometimes help them get a firmer grip on a surface. 
Spiders are good at gripping walls with their legs. Thousands of little hairs on their feet make it possible. To test whether spiders also make these hairs wet to improve grip, scientists watched zebra tarantulas crawl up glass slides.
When they tilted a glass slide until it was almost vertical, the spider slipped a few millimeters before attaching itself again. The scientists were surprised to see little threads stretching from its feet to the slide. When they studied the spider's feet under a special microscope, they found tiny silk-shooting spouts among the hairs. 
This was a surprise because scientists had previously thought spiders only use special organs near their stomachs to make silk. 
It's possible that, a long time ago, feet were the first body parts of spiders to produce silk. Only later in their evolutionary history did spiders develop spinnerets on their abdomens to produce silk for webs.

Building a skateboard ramp is hard work and requires a lot of care and precision, but it’s worth it. Here are a few guidelines and tips on how to start.

Assuming that you plan to build a wooden jump rather than just pack some earth together for a dirt jump, you will need lots of plywood (胶合板), which can be expensive to buy. However, people in the neighborhood may have spare pieces left over from recent domestic improvement projects. So ask around, and borrow some power tools, too! You may need some professional help with the design, from an architect, a designer or maybe just your mathematics teacher! Then _______________ very carefully:

The first thing you need is a base, so work out the base size and then calculate how long, wide and tall you want the jump to be. We know that medal-winning skateboard jumpers make it look as if jumping 30-metre walls is easy, but what they do is highly skilled and hazardous (危险的). · 写英文学习日志(English Learning Journal)，记录个人学习思想历程；

· 关心社会、时代热点、关注自我情感、思想、学习、生活，提高综合素养；

· 组织交流、讨论，鼓励发表个人观点；留出发挥空间，培养想象力创造力；

· 培养学生运用英语进行思维和表达的习惯，并通过背诵和朗读培养语感；

· 发挥评价激励作用，对于好的作文要进行表彰和交流，培养学生的成就感；

· 鼓励使用结构复杂的句子和高级词汇，培养学有所用、学以致用的意识；

· 要求学生注意卷面和书写，避免非知识因素造成的不必要的丢分。
